40 Hour SA Advocacy Training
 Homework Activities




Be prepared to talk about homework as it pertains to your tribe/community and state that you are providing services in during the training.
Tribal Code/State Law (1 hour each):

1. Locate and/or obtain a copy of Tribal Codes & State Law related to Sexual Assault, as applies to your tribal response.  Some Tribes do NOT have any Tribal Code for Sexual Assault. It’s an opportunity to connect with your local resources, ie. Courts/prosecutors office, Victims Assistance program, Tribal or State Coalition, etc. Be clear on your local laws and obligations as an advocate.
2. Obtain a copy of the Mandated Reporting laws/codes that pertain to sexual assault/abuse for your service area and job title. Be clear on your responsibility to keep parent and child safe.
Meet and Greet (1 hour each):
3. Local Service Providers to identify their process, clarify roles and at what point you may connect with them: 
a. Traditional Practitioner, are they able or prepared to work with SA victims? Clarify what their process is when it comes to victims of SA, clarify your role, and where you might connect with them. Invite to trainings that may help them better understand SA victimizations.
b.  OR/And Mental Health, identify who is familiar with working with victims of SA and what is their experience and beliefs when it comes to victims of SA. Is it someone you would go to or send your child to for care?
c. Law Enforcement, clarify what their process is when it comes to victims of SA, clarify your role, and where you might connect with them.
d. Prosecution, clarify what their process when it comes to include victims of SA, clarify your role, and where you might connect with them. 
e. Medical Response: 
Identify closest facility that will do a Sexual Assault Forensic Exam (SAFE) to identify their process, clarify roles and at what point you may connect with them. Commonly will be Hospital Emergency Room, NOT all hospitals perform a SAFE or have a Sexual Assault Nurse Exam/Examiner SANE. 
f. Or/And reach out to MIWSAC’s Sex Trafficking Technical Assistance Coordinator for information, Technical Assistance and support opportunities.
